	Observation:
Daisy was playing in the role play area, pretending to feed the dolls with a bowl and spoon. She began by placing the dolls in chairs, persevering until each doll was sat securely. Daisy proceeded to put a bib on each doll, fastening the Velcro together with her fingers independently. 
Daisy used a full palm grip to hold the spoon, before ‘feeding’ each doll in turn. 

Daisy said, “Choo Choo” as she put the spoon in each dolls mouth, pretending to feed them. She continued to do this for a short time, before turning to a practitioner asking “I need a wipe.” When handed the wipe, Daisy wiped the dolls face saying “All done.”
